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WOUNDED
WARRIOR PROGRAM

Due to the many questions | received at the NC State Convention,
regarding the Wounded Warrior Program, | feel like | should give you all the
information | can to keep this program successful, as long as we have
Wounded Warriors in our Hospitals, here in North Carolina.

This program sends each hospitalized Wounded Warrior home for
the Christmas Holiday Season. If any funds are left over, any Wounded War-
rior who has a death or very serious illness at home, during the year, receives Plane Fare and ex-
pense money to send them home immediately.

First, the Government designated two hospitals in N.C. to take care of the Warrior who
were injured in Iraq and Afghanistan. These hospitals are located at Ft. Bragg and the other at
MCB Camp Lejeune. These two hospitals have averaged over 150 wounded warriors since their
designation to handle these warriors. These watrriors are from every branch of the Military, both
male and female and from every State in the U.S. The one injury that do not come to this hospital
are the seriously burn victims. After they get to the point that they no longer require the Burn Cen-
ter in Texas, they get transferred to one of the two N.C. hospitals.

The Knights of Columbus were invited to be a part of this Wounded Warrior Program De-
cember 1, 2006 by the Military Order of the Purple Heart, North Carolina Division. | did some
investigation and found that the N.C. Unit was the only program that had NO PAID EMPLOY-
EES. All volunteers work for this program out of their Patriotism. Since the MOPH is a 501c3
Tax Status, all donations to this cause is tax deductible.

We have increased our Fund Raising, by the KofC from $6,000 in 2006 to $64,122.91 in
2009. The number of Warriors sent home has varied from less than 100 up to 250, each year. |
have been asked why we dondét try to get the
lines are full during the Christmas season; therefore they have no seats to donate. (| do want to
give the Airlines credit. On each flight | have made this past year, whenever there were uniformed
service people boarding the flights, they were held back and given First Class Seats, if they were
available.)

The method | suggest for raising funds for this worth while cause is to ask you Priest if you
could give a very short talk at the end of Mass, about this program. Then have Knights at the exits
of the church, with containers to accept the donations. To show the success of this type of pro-
gram, Maggie Valley Assembly, which covers 5 small parishes in the Mountains, collected
$10,363.91 during the 2009 campaign. | truly believe that most people are Patriotic enough to want
to help our wounded servicemen.
