What Is the Fast Start Program?

It is a program designed to identify and recruit Catholic men in our parish to become a Knight of Columbus. This is done by Brother Knights talking to men at Church on Sunday or at Church meetings during the week. It is not a Church wide recruitment effort during Mass like the Fall and Spring Blitzes.
When is it?

The Fast Start Program will run from July 1st until September 30th.
Why start now?

We don’t want to waste any time in letting a very busy Catholic man in your parish know what we have to offer him.  
1. We have programs that will help him and his family becomes better Catholics.

2. We have programs that will benefit his Church and his community and we need his help.

3. By starting now, you can get him through all three Degrees very quickly. The Degrees are valuable lessons for any good Catholic.
How the Fast Start Program will work?

1. The Grand Knight will work with the Council Membership Director to decide how the program can be best implemented in their parish. 
2. Every member of your Council should be asked to ask someone they know. It shouldn’t be left up to the Membership chairman and his small committee.

3. Men that you might ask to become a Knight of Columbus might include:

A. Those men that became Catholic at the last Easter Vigil.

B. Those men that are active in the various parish committees.

C. Those bi-lingual men that are in your parish (Hispanic, Vietnamese, etc.).

D. Those young men that just turned 18 year old.

E. Those young men that are home for the summer from college.
4. Let your pastor know what you are planning. Get his approval.
5. Plan an open house 


What recognition is planned from the State Council?


Fast Start Drawing
1. Form 100s are sent in the day after the 1st Degree.
2. There will be one entry chosen for each Region. (4 winners)

3. The winner will be chosen during the Mid Year meeting in January.

4. The Grand Knight of the winning Council can choose what name will be placed on the KofC jacket. (Grand Knight, Membership Chairman, Top recruiter, a drawing in your Council, etc.)
5. The jacket will have the KofC emblem, the members name and Fast Start Winner.

6. Monthly progress reports will be in the Tar Heel Knight and on the State web site ( www.KofCNC.org )


5-5-5 Club
1. Any Council that brings in five new member in July, and five new members in August and five new members in September will get a jacket.
2. The Grand Knight of the Council can choose what name will be placed on the KofC jacket. (Grand Knight, Membership Chairman, Top recruiter, a drawing, etc.)

3. The jacket will have the KofC emblem, the members name and 5-5-5 Membership Winner.

4. The jacket will be presented to the winner at the Mid-year meeting.
5. Monthly progress reports will be in the Tar Heel Knight and on the State web site ( www.KofCNC.org )


District Deputy Challenge
1. If a District Deputy is successful in getting all of his Councils to work on membership and all his Councils bring in at least one new member and the District brings in the District quota each month he will get a jacket.
2. The jacket will have the KofC emblem, the members name and District Membership Winner.

3. The jacket will be presented to the winner at the Mid-year meeting.

4. Monthly progress reports will be in the Tar Heel Knight and on the State web site ( www.KofCNC.org )

Four Active Councils in District as of July 1

6 per month
Five Active Councils in District as of July 1

7 per month

District Deputy Drawing
1. If the Councils combined within a District get at least two new members in July, two in August and two in September, the district Deputy will have his name put in for a drawing for a jacket.

2. The jacket will have the KofC emblem on it, the District Deputy’s name on it and District Membership Winner on it.

3. The winner will be pick at the West Mid-year meeting.
