  Congratulations!!!  With the hard work of many Brother Knights 

from across the great state of North Carolina, we were able to get just over 100 
new Brother Knights into our Order in February. This is a fantastic start. Now, 
we need to make sure these new Brother Knights get to their 2nd and 3rd De-
grees very soon. It is very important that they learn the lessons taught in those 
degrees. It is also important to get them active in your Council activities and 

programs. Make sure he has a buddy that makes him feel welcome and most importantly needed. If 
you can get your new Brother Knight to his degrees very soon and get him active, he will be able to 
help your Church, your Council and your community for many years to come and you wonõt have 
to worry about him wanting to drop out of the Order in a year or two. It is our duty to help him 
become a better Catholic by getting him active in the Knights of Columbus. Letõs take this respon-
sibility seriously.  
 
 The number of Brother Knights dropping out of the Order in North Carolina this year is 
very disappointing to me.

We need to 
do a better job when we get a new Brother Knight. Please look at what your Council is doing. How 
can things be improved in your Council? Your Church is depending on you. 
 
 The final numbers are not out yet, but the following Councils did an excellent job in Janu-
ary and February and have already met their target for the Winter Membership Program:

2010 KofC support  
 

 Although we are several weeks into 2011, Special Olympics North Carolina thanks all the 
members and councils of the North Carolina Knights of Columbus for its support during 
2010.   With each passing year, the bond between our two organizations grows stronger, and for 
that the athletes, volunteers, and staff of Special Olympics are forever grateful. 
 

 We were fortunate to have Mike Durbin serve on the SONC Board of Directors during 
2010.  His leadership was outstanding and we wish him the very best as he embarks on a new role 
at the Knights of Columbus Supreme Headquarters.   We are equally fortunate that John Gouldie 
of Raleigh has been selected by the SONC Board of Directors to serve a three-year term, which 
began January 1.     
 

 The 2010 year was a busy one for us as we recruited more than 1,500 people with intellec-
tual disabilities from throughout the state to join more than 38,000 others as Special Olympics 
athletes.   We also involved over 725 children between the ages of 2 and 7 years-old in Special 
Olympics Young Athletes programs across North Carolina.   In state-level competitions held 
throughout the year, we involved nearly 5,000 athletes, 600 more than in 2009. 
 

 To make sure our athletes are properly trained, we continue emphasizing our coaches 
education program and as a result, we experienced a 33% increase in the number of certifications 
issued.   In total, almost 700 volunteers earned Special Olympics coaching certification in a sport 
in 2010.  
 

 In July, North Carolina was represented by 50 athletes in the 2010 Special Olympics USA 
National Summer Games in Lincoln, Nebraska.  In international competition,  five North Caro-
lina athletes were selected during the fall to be on Special Olympics Team USA that will compete 
in the 2011 Special Olympics World Summer Games in Athens, Greece.      
 

 In September, we celebrated the first ever Eunice Kennedy Shriver Day with a reception 
for more than 200 people including Governor Bev Perdue and First Gentleman, Bob Eaves, at 
the Executive Mansion in Raleigh.   During that celebration, several SONC state-level awards 
were presented, including a Presidentõs Award to Bill Scott in recognition of Billõs work to im-
prove the lives of people with intellectual disabilities through his volunteerism and creation of the 
Operation LAMB Foundation for the NC Knights of Columbus. 
 

 To say the least, the $85,000 provided to Special Olympics North Carolina in 2010 for 
use at the local and state levels by the Knights of Columbus makes all this possible!   No athlete 
is ever asked to pay a fee to be involved in Special Olympics and thatõs because of the generosity 
of donations provided by thousands of people, organizations, foundations, and businesses 
throughout North Carolina.    
 

 The NC Knights of Columbus annually lead the way and are recognized as a Champion-
ship Level statewide partner of Special Olympics in North Carolina!     Visit our web site at 
www.specialolympicsnc.com.
