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Worthy State Deputy: 
 
I write to you regarding a matter of  utmost importance to the Catholic Church in the 
United States.  
 
On January 20th, the Department of  Health and Human Services (HHS), made a 
final decision that would force Catholic institutions to provide health insurance that 
includes all FDA-approved contraceptive methods and sterilization procedures, in-
cluding several drugs that cause an early abortion by interfering with the implantation 
of  a newly-conceived human being. This mandate poses a very serious threat to the 
religious freedom of  Catholics and Catholic institutions. 
 
You will recall that the delegates at our 129th Supreme Convention in Denver last 
year unanimously passed a resolution pledging our support for freedom of  con-
science in health care. Now is the time to make that pledge of  support a reality. 
 
The United States Conference of  Catholic Bishops is urging Catholics and all citi-
zens to contact their elected leaders to let them know they want religious liberty and 
rights of conscience restored and the administrationõs contraceptive mandate re-
scinded. 
 
Please encourage all Knights and their families in your jurisdiction to send an email 
to their elected representatives in Congress by visiting www.kofc.org/rights. Sample 
language has been provided urging elected leaders to co-sponsor the Respect for 
Rights of  Conscience Act (H.R. 1179 / S.1467). This bi-partisan legislation will en-
sure that federal mandates do not penalize or discriminate against religious believers.  
 
The Knights of  Columbus will never waver in our opposition to any governmental 
action or policy that forces our citizens to violate their deeply-held moral and reli-
gious convictions.

 As of the last day of January our state has reached 44% of the recruitment goal set for us 
by our Supreme Council.  This increase is due to the great efforts of our Brother Knights within 
our state; itõs due to your efforts.  Congratulations!  Keep up the good work. 
 The measure of how well we explain, embody, promote, and ultimately share Fr. McGiv-
neyõs vision is reflected in our ability and willingness to attract new members.  Fr. McGivneyõs 
selfless devotion to fellow man is still vibrantly alive and embodied in our charitable works.  The 
number of hours expended in service to our fellow man continues to grow.  But for how long?  
Though our Order is still expanding its efforts to render aid throughout the world, our ability to 
continue to do so may be compromised by the very thing that we depend on to allow us to do 
our good works.  Membership.  More specifically, membership retention and membership 
growth. 
 Retention continues to be a problem.  Many hours have been and are still being spent 
analyzing why we lose men, who these Brothers are, and more specifically; what can be done to 
turn this tide.  Similarly, membership growth or recruiting has drastically slowed.  This declina-
tion of new members directly affects our ability to carry out our service program agenda.  Recip-
rocally, our inability to render aid to an ever expanding number of deserving persons worldwide 
has a negative impact on our ability to attract new members. 
 
 What?!?  Programs drive membership, membership drives programs. 
 
 While at the recent mid-year meetings in Hickory and Washington North Carolina, I had 
the privilege of speaking with RDDõs, DDõs, Grand Knights and Membership Directors from 
many areas within our state.  The overwhelming majority of men with whom I spoke had a very 
positive attitude.  During the general and breakout sessions, membership was discussed at length 
and many good ideas were shared.  Our State Recruiting Chairman Rick Lewis outlined a new 
incentive program that he has developed for the remainder of this Fraternal year.  Retention 
Chairman Bob Hack spoke about retention strategies as well as specifics about keeping Brother 
Knights from becoming òlostó.  Roundtable Chairman Vince Lombardo outlined his program 
agenda for the remainder of this year and spoke about the nuts and bolts of building a roundtable 
program in each Council. 
 

 No membership article would be complete without visiting numbers and statistics, and 
since I donõt want to disappoint you; a brief breakdown of where our Councils are with relation 
to their year-end target for recruitment follows.

 Though the number of Councils with zero growth year to date is larger than we would 
like to see at this time, itõs less than it was at the beginning of this month.  Even though fifty two 
Councils within our state have reported no growth or are reflecting negative numbers we have 
nearly forty that have experienced growth that is greater than what they had last year.  Thatõs 
great news and it means that we are still bringing new members into our Order, it means that 
some Brothers have found a way to incorporate the òonce a monthó mentality into their recruit-
ment strategies and itõs paying off.   
 At the completion of our Fraternal year and current term, ultimately the reward for doing 
our part to ensure that our membership grows is the satisfaction that comes from the knowledge 
that our Order will be able to  continue to reach those in need long after our own active involve-
ment draws to a close.  Obviously I am asking you to recruit, to help our State and ultimately our 
Order reach our membership goal.  Yes we want new members, yes we want growth.  Beyond the 
numbers and goals there is another side to recruitment, retention, and membership.  We are 
called; to encourage others to join us as we worship and as we serve.  As we go forward, I ask 
you to consider your calling.  I urge you to reflect upon the many blessings that you enjoy and 
that you spend time in prayerful consideration of what it means to be called, what it means to 
share the good news of the gospel, to share our Catholic faith, to share the fraternity that is af-
forded to every man who enters into our Order.

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Greetings Brother Knights All; 
 
 With the close of January, we have had our two mid-year meetings.  During these meetings, 

we introduced the recruiting program, Race to the Finish.  From the responses of those who 

attended, the feeling is we have come up with a program that everyone is excited and ready to jump 
into. 
  
 For those that were not able to listen in to the program, let me quickly hit the high-spots of 
the program.  In essence, we need to generate 788 new members between January 1 and June 30, 
2012.  The good news is, we are well on our way with 61 new members as of 1/27 with more de-
grees yet to be reported.  This is a good start, but there is still more work to be done.  We need 
everyoneõs help; Councils, District Deputies, Regional District Deputies and even State Staff and 
Officerséeveryone needs to work to bring in new members. 
  
 The program is rather simple; bring in new members, receive points towards chances for 
raffles and gift cards, all beginning January 1.  A detailed outline will be posted on the State Web 
site for you to review.  Councils will compete within their respective divisions.  District Deputies 
and Regional District Deputies will compete head to head. 
  
 Each month, we will report the previous monthõs activity on the State Web site.  Our goal 
is to have it up by the 10th of the following month.  Items you will see will be things like month 
over month growth, regional growth, and of course the council stats within each division.  You 
may even catch a couple of òradio broadcastsó just to add some flavor and spark to the competi-
tion.
